Background . . .

The MWWA, now
more than 200 members strong, is recog-
nized as a thoughtful and responsible
representative of the well drilling industry
in the eyes of our state government.

The MWWA serves contractors involved in
well construction and repair. this includes
contractors for water wells, monitoring
wells, unconventional wells, dewatering
wells, well abandonment, pump installa-
tion, elevator shafts and bore holes.

The Minnesota Water Well Association
maintains close relations with the National
Ground Water Association (NGWA). The
MWWA is represented on the National
Association's Board of Directors. Several of
our members have won prestigious NGWA
awards.

• Participation in the successful effort to
defeat legislation which would have
imposed appropriation fees on munici-
pal water supplies, most of which
utilize ground water sources

• Continual efforts to discourage expan-
sion of Minnesota’s delegated well
program to more local governments

• MWWA has become a recognized and
respected source of ground water infor-
mation and expertise to the Minnesota
Legislature and administrative agencies
